Objectives:

The candidate will study the response of coastal fishery resources (Decapoda) to recent climate variability (ENSO). The work will be carried out in international cooperation, mainly in the upwelling regions of Chile and Peru, as well as in Argentina, and includes research stays in Germany. Home institution will be the CADIC in Ushuaia (Tierra del Fuego). The candidate is expected to build a database on biogeography, distribution, abundance, capture, and other fishery parameters of crustaceans of commercial interest to local artisanal and international markets. Most of the available information on commercial species are in the so-called “grey literature”, chiefly in local reports, always in Spanish. The duty of this student will be to compile data and make them available on an empirical base, and detect information gaps. He/she will closely work together with the socio-economic and fishery group of the project, along with the data manager to have a reliable database for future modelling. Life history data will include reproductive cycles, growth rates, maturity sizes of commercial species with potential or actual interest. Data will be compiled in close cooperation with ecologists and physiologists working on selected key species. The final aim is a comprehensive picture and understanding of stock changes, considering both the effects of human exploitation and environmental variability. Local experience can serve to generate (alternative) management strategies along the latitudinal gradient, once compiled data will be available.

The candidate will study eco/physiological life history adaptations of decapod crustaceans along the latitudinal temperature gradient, considering their biogeographic distribution. The candidate will analyse energetic budgets (reproduction, growth, metabolism) of adults and larvae of commercially important decapods and/or ecological key species on a wide latitudinal range. The study will encompass different species, genera and families, and will be directly articulated with the project database on changes in the biogeographic distribution in these species during ENSO. The work will be carried out in international cooperation, mainly in the upwelling regions of Chile and Peru, as well as in Argentina, and includes research stays in Germany. Home institution will be the CADIC in Ushuaia (Tierra del Fuego). The student will work jointly with the ecophysiology group at the AWI and in the lab in Antofagasta.
